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INTRODUCTION

The 2007 Traffic Volume Data Report is an update to the previous traffic count book completed
in 2006, and has been prepared in accordance with the Northern Middlesex Council of
Governments (NMCOG) continuing traffic counting program. This report is based on traffic
counts collected in the Northern Middlesex region between 1996 and 2007. The Northern
Middlesex Council of Governments region consists of the nine member communities: Billerica,
Chelmsford, Dracut, Dunstable, Lowell, Pepperell, Tewksbury, Tyngsborough, and Westford.

Why perform Traffic Counts?

Traffic count data provides information on the movement of people and vehicles along a
roadway. Traffic counts are utilized in transportation planning studies and the design of traffic
improvements. Traffic counts also are essential in evaluating current operational conditions
along roadway segments, and help in identifying congestion issues. Historical traffic count data
is used in determining seasonal adjustment factors and volume growth trends, which are used in
developing future growth rates for application in transportation planning studies. Such data is
also useful to business and real estate development interests, and to marketing firms for use in
assessing market potential.

UPDATES TO THE TRAFFIC VOLUME DATA REPORT

This report includes updated data collected by NMCOG, MassHighway and various
transportation consultants to the 2006 NMCOG Traffic Count Book in the form of 2007
NMCOG traffic counts and 2006 Massachusetts Highway Department (MHD) Traffic Counts.
In addition to this data, state line traffic counts have been compiled from the Nashua Regional
Planning Commission (NRPC).

In addition to the data described above, this report includes additional information. Updated
sections include truck percentage on select roadways, traffic growth rates for each community
and the region, and maps showing various traffic volume trends throughout the region. A new
section has been added showing the highest traffic locations in each community and the region as
a whole.

ORGANIZATION OF THE TRAFFIC VOLUME DATA REPORT

This report is divided into five chapters. The first chapter is a discussion of Average Daily
Traffic and the relationship that NMCOG has with MassHighway and the Federal Highway
Administration (FHWA). Next, the second chapter reports the highest traffic volumes collected
in the region. The third chapter presents traffic volume trends throughout the region. The fourth
chapter presents a section on truck traffic at specific locations in the Northern Middlesex Region.
Finally, the fifth chapter contains the entire traffic counting database from 1996 through 2007. A
glossary of abbreviations can be found at the end of this report.

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CHAPTER 3: TRAFFIC VOLUME TRENDS IN THE NMCOG REGION

In determining traffic volume trends throughout the region, historical traffic data is analyzed and
compared. In the past several continuous counting stations provided a look at regional traffic
growth trends. The monthly traffic growth trends at the continuous count stations show that
traffic increases in the summer months while decreasing during the winter. This reiterates the
use of MassHighway’s seasonal adjustment factors as a tool for determining ADT. These four
stations in the NMCOG region are currently not reporting data due to various reasons including
construction and malfunction. Thus NMCOG staff uses historical traffic volume data at various
locations in each community to provide an overall average traffic growth rate per year for each
community and the entire region.

Monthly Traffic Growth Trends for Station 414: Monthly Traffic Growth Trends for Station 4094: Route 1-495
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A total of 158 locations have been used to determine traffic growth rates for the Northern
Middlesex Region. Each community is monitored and growth rates are calculated based on
locations with 3 or more counts performed since 1996. The following charts provide a look into
both yearly growth rates and total traffic growth in the region since 1996.




This section includes a figure locating all traffic counts being used in determining traffic growth
trends for each community and the region as a whole.

Traffic Growth trends have been compiled for all US and State numbered routes throughout the
Northern Middlesex region. A list of these numbered routes is provided below with the growth
trend database for each of these routes included in the report.
